. Mark the threaded tube then remove and cut the
threaded tube.

. Mark the cartridge stem then remove the cartridge and
cut the cartridge stem.

. Thread and securely tighten the cartridge and
threaded tube back onto the valve.

. Thread a 1/2" NPT x 1/2" NPT nipple (not included) into
the spout outlet of the valve. See Figure - 03.

7. Slide the escutcheon up the spout then thread the
spout onto the nipple. Make sure the white rubber
washer is behind the escutcheon. See Figure - O5.

8. Place the white rubber washer and escutcheon over
the threaded tube. Holding the escutcheon against
the finished wall, thread the handle assembly onto
threaded tube. Make sure the handle is in the correct
orientation and securely tighten. See Figure - 06.

10. Remove the drain flange, rubber gasket, and plastic
washer from lower drain body.

11. Set the drain flange using putty or a clear adhesive
silicone depending on the mounting surface material.*

12. Thread the lower drain body onto the flange, making
sure to use the rubber gasket and plastic washer.

13. Ensure the rubber gasket makes a full seal on the
underside of the lavatory and securely tighten the
lower drain body. Putty or a clear adhesive silicone
may be used to ensure a water tight seal between the
rubber gasket and lavatory.*

14. Attach the tailpiece to the lower drain body using the
drain nut, making sure the rubber washer is in
between the lower drain body and tailpiece.

15. Connect the tailpiece to the p-trap (sold separately).

FINISH & INSPECT THE INSTALLATION:

16. Remove the aerator then turn on the water supply to
flush out any debris in the supply lines. Operate the
handles to ensure they are functioning properly.

17. Inspect all connections for leaks.

18. Close the drain and fill the lavatory with water to
make sure the drain stopper and gasket operate and
seal properly.

19. Re-install the aerator.
