If additional rotational friction is
required to maintain the handle position, tighten the
packing nut.

Allow the valve to run in the warm position for a
few minutes to completely flush the system. If
system is quite dirty, remove valve spindle to ensure
proper flushing. Refer to the Installation Guidelines
for the Pressure Balance Valve which contains a
complete parts breakdown and related information.

HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP CALIBRATION:

> IMPORTANT: The Pressure Balance Valve is

equipped with a hot limit safety stop screw to limit
the valve handle from being turned to excessive hot
water discharge temperatures.

Remove the dome cover and open the valve to the
maximum desired temperature verified with a
thermometer and turn the safety stop screw
clockwise until it seats. WARNING: Failure to adjust
the hot limit safety stop screw properly may result
is serious scalding.
