1. Run well supported 3/4" hot and cold copper supply
lines for maximum water flow. The final distance the
supply lines must project from the surface of the
finished wall is 2-1/4".

2. Verify the supply lines are secure, level, at the proper
spread of 8" (NOT ADJUSTABLE) and equal depths.

Installation Guidelines

TUB FILLER INSTALLATION:

> IMPORTANT: Verify the 8" inlet supply spread prior to
installation.

3. Slide the 3/4" sweat adapters over the copper supply
lines and hold flush against the finished wall. The
supply lines should not protrude more than 1/2"
beyond the adapters. See Figure - O1.

4. Solder the copper supply lines to the inner diameter of
the adapters.

5. Install the o-rings onto the sweat adapters. DO NOT
install the o-rings prior to soldering the adapters to
prevent damage to the o-rings. See Figure - 02.

6. Align the spout properly and securely tighten the set
screw. The spout should not swivel when properly
installed.

7. Slide the escutcheons up the unions.
8. Align the unions over the sweat adapters and thread

the unions onto adapters until securely tightened. See
Figure - 03.

9. Slide the escutcheons down the unions until they
contact the finished wall.

HANDSHOWER INSTALLATION:

10. Connect the conical end of the hose to the
handshower. NOTE: A flow restricting check valve is
located in the inlet of the handshower.

1. Connect the hex end of the hose to the port on the
bottom of the valve body. NOTE: A check valve is
located in the port.

INSPECT THE INSTALLATION:

12. Turn on the supplies then open the hot and cold
valves to flush out any debris in the supply lines
before diverting to the handshower. To divert to the
handshower pull the knob.

13. Carefully inspect all connections for leaks and check
for proper operation.
