 Run 3/4" supply lines for maximum flow. 
 
 Install accessible hot and cold service stop valves to 

facilitate servicing. 
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 ROUGH-IN: 
 
1. Run well supported 3/4" hot and cold copper supply 

lines for maximum water flow. The inlet supply spread 
is 8" on-center and is not adjustable. 1-1/8" drilling for 
the mounting holes is recommended. 

 
TUB FILLER INSTALLATION: 
 
 Refer to Figure – 01 for Steps 2 – 6 

 
2. Align the spout properly and securely tighten the set 

screw. The spout should not swivel when properly 
installed. 
 

3. Remove the 3/4" NPT adapter, the washer inside the 
adapter, and mounting hardware from each shank.

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4. Slide the escutcheons up then insert the shanks into 
the fittings holes on the mounting surface, making 
sure the white rubber washers are between the tub 
filler and the mounting surface. 
 

5. Reinstall the mounting hardware onto each shank. 
 

6. Apply pipe thread compound to each shank then 
thread the adapters onto the shanks using the rubber 
washers provided. 
 

7. Apply pipe thread compound onto the male end of 
the adapters then thread them into 3/4" female NPT x 
sweat adapters (NOT SUPPLIED). 
 

8. Adjust the supply line lengths as needed and 
complete final connections. 
 

9. Tighten the nuts to secure the tub filler to the 
mounting surface then slide the escutcheons down 
until they contact the mounting surface. 

HANDSHOWER INSTALLATION: 
 
11. Connect the conical end of the hose to the 

handshower. NOTE: A flow restricting check valve is 
located in the inlet of the handshower. 

 
12. Connect the hex end of the hose to the port on the 

bottom of the valve body. NOTE: A check valve is 
located in the port. 

 
INSPECT THE INSTALLATION: 
 
13. Turn on the supplies then open the hot and cold 

valves to flush out any debris in the supply lines 
before diverting to the handshower. To divert to the 
handshower pull the knob. 

 
14. Carefully inspect all connections for leaks and check 

for proper operation.
