 A diverter or wall valve (sold separately) control 
on/off/volume and must be installed for each fitting 
that will have water flowing to it.

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ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS: 

 The lights are intended to operate off a wall 
mounted light switch.

FIGURE - 01 

1. Determine the ideal location for the wall mounted 
light switch and run LINE and NEUTRAL wires to the 
area of the ceiling mounted showerhead.  

2. Connect the LINE and NEUTRAL from the switch to 
the LINE (Brown) & NEUTRAL (Blue) of the POWER 
SUPPLY. 

3. Attach power supply to closest joist using wood 
screws (not supplied).  

4. Connect the V+ (Red) & V- (Black) of the POWER 
SUPPLY to the LIGHTING TERMINAL WIRE.  

PLUMBING AND SHOWERHEAD INSTALLATION 

 Run a well supported 1/2" copper line from the 
diverter or control valve to the ceiling above the 
showerhead. 

 The ideal location for this showerhead is between 2 
ceiling joists and centered in the shower stall. 

 It is recommended to flush the lines prior to 
installing the showerhead.  

 The mounting hardware provided, allows the 
showerhead to be installed directly to the gypsum 
or drywall board.   

 See Figure 2 & 3 for Steps 5 - 8.

5. Insert the 4 galvanized ANCHORS into the holes on 
the inside of the ceiling.  

6. Connect the HOSE to the 1/2" pipe and to the 
threaded connection on the SHOWERHEAD.  

7. Align the SHOWERHEAD up to the ceiling along 
with the cutout. Place any extra wiring into the 
ceiling cavity. DO NOT CUT THE WIRING. 

8. Thread the SCREWS into the galvanized ANCHORS, 
making sure the anchors grab into the ceiling 
material.  

FINISH & INSPECT THE INSTALLATION: 
 
9. Turn power back on and test the lights to make sure 

they are functioning properly.  

10. Turn water on and inspect all connections for leaks.
