1. Remove the mounting plate (6) by unthreading the
set screws (5) on the top and bottom of the cover
plate (4) and ensure that the holes on the mounting
plate align with the screw holes in the junction box.

2. Pull the wires in the junction box through the center
hole of the mounting plate (6). Attach the mounting
plate to the box using 2 #8-32 screws (7) making
sure to keep the proper alignment of the plate.

3. Fasten the bare copper fixture wire to the green or
bare copper wire in the box with a wire nut.

4. Fasten the white fixture wire to the white wire in the
box with a wire nut. Tightly wrap the connection
with electrical tape beginning 1" below the wire nut
to ensure the tape seals the end of the nut. Make
sure that there are no exposed wires that could
cause a short circuit.

5. Repeat step 4 with the black fixture wire and the
black wire from the junction box.

6. Place the cover plate (4) over the mounting plate
(6) and tighten the set screws (5) on the cover
plate.

> Note: The slotted screw on the top of the swivel can
be slightly loosened if the arm is difficult to swing.

8. Place the shade (2) over the fixture body (3) and
tighten it down using the knurled ring (1).

9. Install a 60 watt Candelabra base light bulb (not
supplied).

10.Turn on the power to the junction box at the fuse
box/circuit breaker.
