The collection was born to integrate a light on a 
side table. Hence, arose the concept of Ame-
rica. Created to be positioned between two 
armchairs or beside a sofa because of its side 
table function. This is a design that is characte-
rized by its usefulness as it can be used both as 
a domestic contract product.    

Technical Details
The model consists of a base America 
(60cms x 40cms) polyurethane expanded, 
with a lacquered finish in white or black. On the 
base rises a metal stem. The dimmer is located 
at the rear of the base. The shade may be white 
or black, lacquered or translucent Chinz.
